NAKHODKA

HISTORY

On a cloudy day, having rounded a
cape, a steam corvette “America” en-
tered the waters of an unknown bay,
which was later named in the ship’s
honor, and anchored opposite the Sis-
ter Mountain. The calendar marked June
17th, 1859.

The next day, a second lieuten-
ant Krasilnikov made a written record:
“At 6.00 a.m. (June 18th, 1859), we
weighed anchor, proceeded to explore
the shore and discovered a bay. By or-
der of His Grace Earl Nikolay Nikolae-
vich Muravyov-Amursky, the bay was
named “Nakhodka”. The Captain of the
first rank, Alexandr Arsentyevich Boltin,
was the Commander of the steam cor-
vette “America”. He made an enormous
contribution to the discovery and explo-
ration of the area. From July 5th, 1859
the names of the bay “Nakhodka” and
the gulf “America” were mentioned on
the sea maps. Subsequently, a military
hydrographic station was established on
the shore of the bay with one sergeant
and four soldiers.

The beginning of the official settle-
ment of Primorye can be dated back to
the latter half of the nineteenth century.
The railway construction and sea route
discovery promoted inhabitation towards
the Far East. The year 1907 arrived.

On the steamer “Oleg” 35 families
from Chernigovskaya province arrived

and set up a village “Amerikanka”. The
residents of the village were primarily
involved in personal farm holding. The
only street Delovaya made its way down
to the estuary of the Kamenka river,
from where it changed into an unpaved
road, that led to the Suchan coal mine.
On its opposite side, the street bumped
against a rock at the point where the Ad-
ministration of Nakhodka Commercial
Sea Port is presently located. The village
of Amerikanka became a permanent
settlement, eventually giving rise to the
modern city of Nakhodka.

In the post war years, Nakhodka ex-
perienced rapid construction. In 1950,
under the Decree of the Presidium of
the RSFSR Supreme Council dated
May 18th, the working settlement “Na-
khodka” was renamed into a city of re-
gional subordination with a population of
28,000 people. During the first decade
upon obtaining the status of a city, Na-
khodka developed its primary economic
potential and mapped out its future en-
terprises. Gradually, Nakhodka became
an international business center in the
Far East.

In 1962, the first international pas-
senger route Nakhodka - Yokohama
was launched.

Once it developed into a large inter-
national port, in June 1961, Nakhodka
became the first city in the USSR that

entered into an agreement on twinning
with the Japanese city of Maizuru. To-
day, sister city and friendly relations
bind Nakhodka with Maizuru, Otaru,
Tsuruga (Japan), Oakland, Bellingham
(The USA), Jilin (China), Donghae (The
Republic of Korea), Rason (North Korea)
and the Province of Phuket (Thailand).

At present, Nakhodka is the second
largest city of Primorye. More than 5,000
small, medium and large businesses op-
erate in Nakhodka.

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ADMINISTRATION

Nakhodka is one of the largest
cities of the Russian Far East. It is a
modern industrial and cultural center
with a well developed port and trans-
port infrastructure.

There are about 153,000 inhab-
itants in an area of approximately
36,000 hectares.

The Nakhodka City District com-
prises the territory of Nakhodka city,
the settlements of Vrangel, Livadia,
Yuzhno-Morskoy and Beregovoy, as
well as Anna and Dushkino villages.

Thelocal governmentwas formed
and empowered in accordance with
the Charter of the Nakhodka City
District.

The Head of the Nakhodka City
District is the Principal officer and is
elected for a term of five years.

The Duma of the Nakhodka City
District is a representative body of
the municipal formation, and it is
elected for a term of five years.

The Administration of the Na-
khodka City District is an executive

and administrative body of the
municipal structure. The Govern-
ment Authorities include the pros-
ecutor’s service, customs, federal
and regional treasury service de-
partment, military commissariat,
municipal court, tax inspection
department, pension fund division,
social insurance fund division, em-
ployment center, social security
department, and territorial election
commission of Nakhodka city.

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ECONOMY

Nakhodka is one of the largest
transportation hubs in the Russian
Far East. The Ports of Nakhodka help
maintain relations with more than 40
countries around the world, handle
over 50% of cargo of the Far East ba-
sin ports and about 13% of the Rus-
sian total cargo turnover. Cargo trans-
shipment and storage in the ports are
a key industry of the Nakhodka City
District.

JSC “Vostochny Port”, the largest
stevedoring company in Russia, oper-
ates in Vostochny port. Access roads
and the Nakhodka-Vostochnaya rail-
way station connect the port with the
Trans-Siberian Railway which together
with the Far Eastern ports have built
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up a unigue transport bridge between
Europe and Asia.

The main cargo of JSC “Vostochny
Port”, hard coal mined in Kuzbass, is
exported to the APR countries. The
Commissioning of the Coal Terminal
Phase 3 scheduled for 2018 will allow
for an increase in cargo transshipment
rates of up to 39 million tons per year.

The container terminal of “Vostoch-
naya Stevedoring Company Ltd.”
(GlobalPorts Group) is one of the four
largest terminals in Russia in terms of
cargo turnover, with a total handling
capacity of 550,000 TEU. The com-
pany’s production capacity ensures
an increasing volume of the container
cargo transshipment of up to 2 million

TEU per year due to modernization.

“VSC, LLC” terminal provides
for container shipment by sea in the
transport corridor Primorye-1, which
is a container line from the north-east
Chinese provinces through the Primo-
rye territory to the eastern China ports,
the APR countries and the USA.

Big investors such as PJSC
“Rosneft QOil Company” and PJSC
“Transneft” have already been oper-
ating in Nakhodka for several years.

A specialized complex of modern
facilities “Transneft”, port Kozmino,
LLC” ensures 24-hour continuous
operations with year-round naviga-
tion for oil acceptance from the East-
ern Siberia, Pacific Ocean oil pipeline

Il and oil loading into heavy-tonnage
vessels. The three key consignees for
oil are China, Japan and the Republic
of Korea.

Two large stevedoring compa-
nies operate in Nakhodka port: JSC
“EVRAZ Nakhodka Commercial
Sea Port” and “RN-Nakhodkaneft-
eprodukt, LLC”. JSC “EVRAZ Nak-
hodka Commercial Sea Port” spe-
cializes in coal and non-ferrous metal
transshipments.

“RN-Nakhodkanefteprodukt, LLC”
is an operator of the oil loading termi-
nal of the PJSC “Rosneft Oil Compa-
ny”. The company, with a half-century
history, retrofits its production facilities
to ensure further development and an
increase in oil product transshipment
of up to 8 million tons per year.

Primary branches of the industrial
complex are fishing, food produc-
tion, metal works manufacturing and
ship repairs. Products of Nakhodka's
large fishing and meat processing en-
terprises are well known both in Rus-
sia and abroad. These are the Nak-
hodka Active Marine Fishery Base,
the Nakhodkinsky Meat Packing Fac-
tory and the JSC “Yuzhmorrybflot”.
The PJSC “NBAMR” ranks second
among the Primorye fishing compa-
nies and yields over 150,000 tons of
fish per year. The meat packing facto-
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ry manufactures a range of sausage
products and ready-to-eat food, and
is the first in the Far East to have as-
similated a raw smoked meat technol-
ogy. The annual production output of
the meat packing factory is more than
10,000 tons. JSC “Yuzhmorrybflot” is
the largest canned fish manufacturer
in Primorsky krai.

PJSC “Nakhodka Shipyard” man-
ufactures metal works for industrial
and civil construction, renders ship
repair services and performs cargo
handling operations in the port.

The Nakhodka territory has a Free
Port status, which offers special cus-
toms, tax, investment, and adminis-
tration regimes.

Investors have declared their inten-
tion to facilitate construction projects
in the sphere of chemical utilization

of natural gas, port and transport in-
frastructure. The projects include the
construction of a multipurpose pro-
duction and transshipment complex
in Vostochny port for 20 million tons
of export coal and a fertilizer plant in
Nakhodka.

JSC “Nakhodka Sea Fishing Port”
was among the first local companies
to become a Free Port Vladivostok
resident to implement its investment
project for the port territory recon-
struction and modernization to triple
the port cargo turnover and increase
the volume of handled container car-
go up to 176,000 TEU per year.

The Free Port status, proximity to
the APR countries, and the position
in transport corridor Primorye-1 pro-
vides Nakhodka with great opportuni-
ties for economic growth.

Small and medium business enter-
prises are an integral part of the econ-
omy of the Nakhodka City District and
a mainstay of its functioning.

The level of small and medium
business development is one of the
key characteristics of the municipal
economy, since it formalizes mar-
ket conditions. This facilitates the
improvement of the product quality
and service culture, brings goods
and service production closer to
particular consumers, provides self-
employment of people and creates
the core of jobs in the employment
market. It also contributes to a great
extent to building a competitive en-
vironment and achieving market
equilibrium.

Today, business is represented
in Nakhodka by 7,800 small and
medium enterprises including in-
dividual entrepreneurs. The labor
force of city enterprises is over
33,000 people.

Due to their particular nature,
the majority of small businesses in
the Nakhodka City District are es-
tablished in such spheres of activ-
ity as service, trade and catering.
Transport and communications, real
estate sector, construction, tourism
trade and housing and utility sector
are developing rapidly.

To facilitate the growth of the
number of small and medium enter-
prises in the Nakhodka City District,
along with the measures taken by
the Administration of the Nakhodka
City District, the municipal policy
for small and medium enterprise
development is being implemented
to ensure growth in the enterprise
development. This important initia-
tive is being undertaken under the
auspices of the municipal program
for small and medium business de-
velopment in the Nakhodka City
District. Today, the municipal pro-
gram has a wide range of tools at
its disposal to ensure its success.

Measures are adopted toremove
regulatory and legal, administrative
and organizational constraints for
effective business development;
information and financial support
is provided; a positive image of
entrepreneurship is formed; busi-
ness competence is enhanced;
and young people are encouraged
to join the entrepreneurial commu-
nity.

The authorities and the entre-
preneurial community interact by
means of the Council for Small and
Medium enterprises with the Head
of the Nakhodka City District.

BUILDING INDUSTRY

Last year, the Nakhodka City Dis-
trict constructed 42,331.1 m2 of com-
pleted housing including 17,776.1 m2
of apartments. 8 high-rise apartment
buildings, containing 326 apart-
ments, and 137 single family houses
with total area of 24,555 m2 were
built. About 56 capital construction
projects were commissioned: busi-
ness-related centers and malls, com-
munity infrastructure and facilities.

Presently, 10 high-rise apartment
buildings are under construction in
the Municipality territory. This year,
it is planned to commission seven
of them with a total area of about

CITY BEAUTIFICATION

Despite the fact that the Na-
khodka City District is located on the
shore of scenic bays and has plenty
of preserved natural forest lands and
green areas, a significant amount
of gardening is being undertaken to
make living and recreational condi-
tions for local people more favorable
and comfortable, and to improve the
ecology of the Nakhodka City District
area.

Every spring, prior to Nakhodka
City’s birthday, more than 70,000 tu-
lips can be seen blooming on flower
beds and almost 300,000 more tulips
are planted annually in the city parks,
public gardens, near memorials and
in residential neighborhoods to cap-
tivate the attention of the citizens un-
til late autumn.

Flower beds occupy 8,000 sq.
m of the city’s territory. Most of the

gardening jobs are conducted fol-
lowing the orders of the Administra-
tion of the Nakhodka City District by
the “Echeveria, LLC”. The company
makes extensive use of modern
technologies and innovative land-
scape design techniques.

Nakhodka is the first city to intro-
duce the landscaping design style
of “flowers on asphalt” in Primorye.
Large traffic circles are decorat-
ed with mobile flowerpots. Flower
bridges and multilevel flowerpots of
various shapes and configurations
are installed on the lawns along the
city roads. A 3D floral image of a
peacock spreading its flower tail for
many meters, as well as a floral im-
age of a mother and her baby bird
flower images have rightly become
a remarkable sight and a landmark

of Nakhodka City. A new public gar-

den named “Morskoy” (marine) has
been created in Nakhodka accord-
ing to a design by the Association
of the Russian Landscape Garden-
ers in Novosibirsk. The public gar-
den is distinguished by a sculp-
tural ensemble made of marble in
marine style, comprising figures of
Neptune, mermaids, dolphins, and
garden seats. Visitors to the public
garden are welcomed by a statue of
the Governor General of the East-
ern Siberia Earl - Nikolay Muravyov
Amursky. About 4 thousand trees
and bushes and more than 22 thou-
sand perennials and annuals have
been planted in the public garden
in an area of about one hectare.

The huge volume of gardening
has made a remarkable difference
to the city’s image and is widely ad-
mired throughout the country.

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HEALTH CARE

The Regional State-Financed
Health Care Institution “Nakhodka Mu-
nicipal Hospital” is the largest health
care facility in Primorsky krai and it in-
cludes seven divisions. It consists of
20 buildings, 18 treatment sections,
619 wards for in-patients and poly-
clinics with a capacity of up to 3,000
patients per shift.

The health care institution provides
specialized and qualified medical as-
sistance in 24 disciplines. People in
the Partizansky, Lazovsky and Shko-
tovsky districts use the hospital ser-
vices on a regular basis.

Hospital-based inter-district medi-
cal centers have been established
specializing in obstetrics, traumatol-
ogy, otolaryngology, cardiology and
acute cerebrovascular diseases.

The hospital has cutting edge
and high-tech facilities. Special
equipment includes a CT scanner,
six artificial kidney apparatuses, en-
doscopic equipment for abdominal
cavity surgeries, an angiographic
complex, a multi-filtrate system (for
patients with renal and multiple or-
gan failures), a contact lithotripter
and many others.

Within the framework of a federal
program to provide prompt and ad-
vanced care to patients with acute
cerebrovascular diseases and acute

ischemic heart syndrome, a primary
vascular section was established in
the therapeutic building of the hospi-
tal. There is an X-Ray surgery treat-
ment and diagnosis section in the
hospital as well. The section is one of
the cutting edge departments in Pri-
morye. Today, stent procedures are
conducted in the hospital.

1,962 people work at the medical
institution, including 364 doctors and
655 paramedical workers with post

graduate medical education. Special-
ists take regular advanced training in
local and central clinics in order to
implement the best treatment and di-
agnostic practices.

Great attention is paid to mate-
rial and technical resources of the
medical institutions. New operating
rooms, meeting all modern require-
ments, were introduced. The acci-
dent and emergency department is
well equipped.

EDUCATION

The primary objectives of the city
education system are to ensure the
availability and high quality of educa-
tion, and involving the children and the
youth in the social, economic, political
and cultural life of the society.

The Nakhodka City District has 73
educational institutions that render
free educational services. It includes
kindergartens, schools, a gymnasium,
schools with enhanced education in
certain disciplines, and supplemen-
tary educational institutions.

15,328 school pupils are enrolled
in 24 secondary general education
schools. The students are offered an
opportunity to receive high-quality all-
round education and continue study-
ing at any vocational educational insti-
tution of the city, the country and the
world.

Preschool education services are
provided by 38 municipal kindergar-
tens and are attended by 8,274 chil-
dren. The teaching staff's commitment
is to improve the quality of preschool
education, develop children’s crea-
tive abilities, and create a modern and
objective-spatial environment within
the kindergarten system.

Eleven institutions offering supple-
mentary education have 522 hobby
clubs with majors in sports, tourism
and regional studies, civic and nation-
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al education, engineering, arts and
aesthetics. The supplementary edu-
cational system is improving every
year.

The Nakhodka City District has
developed conditions to bring to light
children’s and adults’ abilities and tal-
ents. The city holds professional skill's
competitions for teachers, creativity

and intellect competitions, and sports
competitions for children and youth.
Initiatives are constantly undertaken to
find and support talented young peo-
ple. Every year, students and teach-
ers of the city’s educational institutions
go on to become winners of regional,
national and international contests,
competitions and Olympiads.

CULTURE

Multiple cultural activities are rep-
resented in the Nakhodka City Dis-
trict by 20 municipal state-financed
culture and art institutions. These are
culture centers, a puppet theatre, a
museum, a picture gallery “Vernis-
sage”, libraries, art schools and
schools of painting.

Some of the cultural institutions
are diploma winners of the “100 Best
Goods of Russia” competition, with
the “Municipal Culture Center”, the
Youth Palace, an International Marine
Club and the picture gallery “Vernis-
sage” among them.

The culture and art institutions
have developed a system to interact
with talented children and youth. The
following events are held to identify
and support talented children:

- city contests: the “Best Teacher
of the Year” and the “Best Pupil of
the Year”, the “Best Painting”, “Young
Performer” and “Young Erudite” for
children art schools and schools of
painting;

- concerts of the best students,
winners of regional, national and in-
ternational contests “New Names in
Nakhodka”;

- regional festivals: “Argo” and
“Novaya Volna” (New wave);

- children’s art festivals: “Zhemchu-
zhina Nakhodki” (Pearl of Nakhodka)

and “Zhivoy Istochnik” (live spring);

- folk culture festivals: “Vechny
Zov” (Eternal call), “V Semye Edinoy”
(In a single family) and others.

The Puppet Theater and the Folk
Theater “Rampa” have been enthrall-
ing their spectators with vivid perfor-
mances for many years. Dancing and
vocal groups “Rodnichok”, “Alyonush-
ka”’, “Sudarushka”, “Primorochka”,
“FirstLine”, “Parus”, “Zhuravushka”,
“Nadezhda”, “Primorskaya Kapel”,
“Prestizh” and “DanceMix” honorably
represent Nakhodka in various con-
tests and festivals.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

Specific features of its geographi-
cal position make Nakhodka a busy
intersection for the interests of Russia
and the Asian Pacific Rim countries.
It is the largest port and transporta-
tion hub in the Far East where foreign
trade shipments are handled and
economic relations are maintained
with more than 40 countries around
the world.

Nakhodka has, rightly, long been
called a port of peace and friendship.
It has sister city and friendly relations
with Maizuru, Otaru and Tsuruga in
Japan, Oakland and Bellingham in
the USA, Jilin in China, Donghae in
the Republic of Korea, Rason in the
DPRK and Phuket province in Thai-
land. Many joint projects have been
implemented, and a rich experience
of effective cooperation has been
gained for more than a half century
of town twinning.

The administration of the Nakhod-
ka City District endeavors to uphold
and continue the traditions of interna-
tional cooperation with its sister cities
and foreign partners. Great attention
is paid to enhance the cooperation on
economic, cultural, educational, and
sports issues. Friendly competitions
in baseball, volleyball, taekwondo,
yachting etc. have become a tradi-
tion. Within the framework of cultural

and humanitarian cooperation, ex-
changes of performance ensembles
are arranged; exhibitions, concerts
and art festivals are held. Exchanges
of school pupil delegations between
the cities are also important.

“Stone of Friendship” and “Stone
Garden”, historical monuments dec-
orating Nakhodkinsky prospect, are
symbols of the friendship between
the sister cities. The stone present-
ed by the people of Maizuru to com-
memorate the 17th Anniversary of
the city twinning has an inscription:
“Let the Sea of Japan always be a
sea of peace and friendship”. The
Stone Garden given as a token gift

by Tsuruga in 1983 is also remark-
able. “Let friendship between our
two cities get stronger for the sake
of peace all over the world”, says a
lapidary inscription in Russian and
Japanese.

Nakhodka is a regular member
of the Association of the cities of Si-
beria and the Russian Far East for
friendly relations with cities of Japan.
The city participates in the Annual
Conference of the Major Cities in the
Japan Sea Rim Region as well.

The city is attractive to foreign
investment and is always prepared
to establish and promote business
relations.

Tourist facilities in the Nakhodka
City District include:

- 32 hotel complexes and B&B
private hotels,

- 25 tourist companies,

- 27 recreation camps,

- 17 places of public entertain-
ment,

- “Ritsa” municipal beach,

- 1 health resort,

- 2 equestrian clubs,

- 6 children’s holiday camps and

- 4 children’s tent camps.

Nakhodka has 27 cultural heri-
tage sites, 22 archeological sites
and 3 natural landmarks (Anna bay,
Lisiy island and the Vostok Bay ma-
rine wildlife reserve - the only one in
Russia), the Nakhodka museum and
exhibition center, a picture gallery
“Vernissage”, an interactive open air
museum “Paleovillage”, an open-air
historical park, the Vostochny Port
museum, 2 theaters, 3 cinemas, a
marine park, a dolphinarium (a Ma-
rine Animals Adaptation Center), 7
cultural and religious sites, including
amosque (the only one in Primorye),
seafronts and observation decks.

Several investment projects have
been implemented in the Nakhodka
City District territory, such as a multi-
functional cultural and ethnography
complex “Pyramid”, a Botanical Gar-

den recitation tourism model terri-
tory, an indoor aqua park, an ethno-
graphic park “Peoples of the World
Dialog”, and an educational tourism
site “Fishermen Village”, etc.

An Association for Tourism Pro-
motion in Primorye works actively in
Nakhodka.

The Association is a participant of
the non-profitable partnership “”Win-

dow on Eurasia” Tourist International
Integration Union””.

The city pays great attention to
improvements and landscape gar-
dening. Cultural heritage sites are
being reconstructed, new roads,
parks and entertainment sites are
being built, and new hotels, tourist
and recreation camps are now in
operation.

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NATIONAL ASSOCIATIONS

Nakhodka is a polyethnic city with
people from more than 100 ethnic
backgrounds, cultures and religions
residing here. They are all united by
a common place of past inhabitancy
and love of their motherland.

The Council for Ethnicity Affairs
has been cooperating with the Admin-
istration of the Nakhodka City District
for more than 10 years, promoting the
strengthening of inter-ethnic relations.
The National Unity Day is celebrated
annually to popularize the creative
arts of the peoples of the world. Rep-
resentatives of the Russian, Korean,
Azerbaijanian, Armenian, Dagestan,
Tatar-Bashkir, Uzbek, Ukrainian, Ka-
zakh and North Caucasus Diasporas
participate in the festival of friendship.
National songs and dances, arts and
crafts exhibitions, national handicrafts
and clothes exhibitions enable each
community to showcase specific fea-
tures of their culture. Guests of the
festival are not only spectators, but
also participants of the event. The an-
nual national cuisine festival, timed
to coincide with the City Day, always
gets citizens excited. The Far Eastern
children’s ethnical festival “Zhivoy Is-
tochnik” (live spring) has long become
a creative platform where representa-
tives of small and large nations can
display their traditions and customs,

exchange their experience with oth-
ers and arrange new joint projects.
Members of expat communities are
vigorously involved in city charitable
actions such as “Help Get Ready
for School” and “New Year’s Holiday
for Children”. They also initiate char-
ity events and render assistance to
an orphanage and a senior citizens
center.
